A Message to All our Annual Dues Paying Members

Since July 1 is the beginning of the new fiscal year for the VFW, our national office will soon be sending
renewal notices to all annual members. Whether you have the time and ability to be active or not, your
continued membership is valuable to the VFW, both at the local and national levels. Obviously, your dues
help support the VFW’s activities and more importantly being able to count you as a member gives the
VFW more clout when we are working nationally and locally on behalf of veterans in need and on behalf of
today’s active duty troops. If you are able to participate in one or more of our post’s activities annually, your
presence is an important demonstration of your commitment to the ideals of this country and of the VFW.
You are an important member of the VFW and your continued membership is needed. There are also direct
benefits to you as a VFW member, especially if you live locally and are able to participate in some of the
many and varied functions of our post. I urge you to renew your VFW membership promptly to show your
support of our collective efforts on behalf of our fellow veterans and our active duty troops.

I also suggest that you consider whether this is the year you chose life membership. In our post well over
80% of members are life members. A life member never receives another dues notice, is unaffected by fu-
ture dues increases and can transfer to any other post at any time at no extra fee. It truly is a sound financial
decision. The cost of life membership is dependent upon your age as of next December 31. The table listing
the life membership costs by age is on your renewal notice and on national’s web site,

www.viw.org or simply call me at the post office (630-355-7664).

When you look up the life cost for your age, you may have a common reaction that while it is clearly a good
deal in the long run, it is more than the monthly budget can easily support. There are four payment op-
tions. Two involve immediate payment either by check or credit card. A very popular option is to authorize
national to charge your credit card equal amounts over the next 12 months. National assess a small fee for
this convenience but this choice spreads the cost over the longest period and is the least distributive to your
monthly finances. The fourth option is to pay one fourth of the life member fee directly to the post for four
consecutive months. Please contact me if you want to talk about the details of any of these payment options.
The first three options can be done directly with national using your renewal form. The four equal payments
is a Judd Kendall post option only so you need to contact me to start that process. The Post office number is
630-355-7664. No matter what option you elect, life membership is a great value so give serious consider-
ation to taking that step now.
